The “Material” of this Agreement is: ?
After signature of this Agreement, the Material will be made available to Recipient by UNIFAL-MG subject to the following terms and conditions:
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. Scope of use of the Material
1.1 The Material shall be used by Recipient solely to perform there search programas defined below (“Research”):
1.2 The Material  and Derivativess hall not be used for any commercial purposes what so ever by the Recipient. No other right or license is granted or implied hereby. Should the Recipient intend to extend the scope of the Research as defined above, Recipient shall inform in writing UNIFAL-MG for prior approval.
1.3 The Material and Derivatives, if any, shall not be distributed to third parties without UNIFAL-MG’s prior written authorization.
1.4 Recipient further agrees not to use, or offer to use, the Material or Derivatives for research collaboration or research services of any kind to any third party without UNIFAL-MG’s prior written authorization. Recipient shall promptly inform UNIFAL-MG of any request or offer from any third party to have the Material or Derivatives.
2. Intelectual Property
2.1 The Material and Derivatives, if any, and all intellectual property rights relating there to, is and shall remain the sole property of UNIFAL-MG.
2.2 Subject to Article 2.1, if the performance of the Research results in the development of aproduct or process through the use of, or incorporating the Material, intellectual property rights related to inventions or discoveries, whether or not patent able, arising from Recipient’s use of Material shall be determined according to applicable patent laws, taking into account the role and contribution of the Recipient and UNIFAL-MG in the development of the invention or discovery and any applicable law sand regulations relating to ownership or inventorship.

3. Results and publications

Recipient shall provide a copy of the manuscript to UNIFAL-MG at least thirty (30) days prior to submission of the manuscript for publication, in order to allow UNIFAL-MG an opportunity to protect its own confidential information.
3.3 The Recipient and the Recipient Investigator agree to acknowledge UNIFAL-MG as the source of the  Material in any publication resulting from the use of the Material. Authorship of publications resulting from Recipient and Recipient Investigator’s use of the Material will be based on contributions to the publication and in accordance with academic standards and custom.
4. Waivers and Representations
4.1 The Material is experimental in nature, may not be safe and may have unknown characteristics. UNIFAL-MG makes no representation and provides no warranties, express or implied, regarding the Material or Derivatives, including without limitation, warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose. UNIFAL-MG disclaims all expressor implied warranties that the Material, or Derivatives, if any, do not infringe patents or other proprietary rights of third parties or that the Results of the Research can be subject to intellectual property protection.
4.2 The Recipient assumes all liability for damages that may arise from the use, storage, or disposal of the Material or Derivatives, if any. UNIFAL-MG will not be liable to the Recipient for any loss, claim or demand made by the Recipient, or made against the Recipient by any other party, due to or arising from the same. The Recipient agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend UNIFAL-MG against any claims, costs or other liabilities which may arise as a result of Recipient’s use, storage or disposal of the Material or Derivatives.
4.3 MATERIAL SHALL NOT BE USED IN HUMANS, clinical trials, for animal food, or for diagnostic purposes involving human subjects.

6.3 This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with Brazilian laws without reference to its conflicts of law provisions. The Parties shall at tempt in good faith to settle any disputes relating to this Agreement, its interpretation or enforceability.
